The start of school is an exciting time
· New teacher
· New faces

During the Christmas holidays, talk positively about the new environment.

Example :   You will have a lovely time with your teacher………, and you will 

                   make new friends to play with, and learn new and exciting things.

First month (at least) tell them
· Every day is a good day
· Every day is a fun learning day
· Greet your child with a happy SMILE when you collect him/her.

10 tips to a good start

· Ensure your child has practical skills, such as being able to take off a jumper or opening their lunchbox.

· Share your excitement but not your anxieties.

· Punctuality, which parents need to understand as well.

· Help with friendships, by meeting other families after hours and inviting other children to play.

· Be interested but don’t push.  After school, the last thing a child may want to do is talk about it.

· Expect them to be very tired.  Keep the rest of their life as close to routine as possible.

· Be on time for pick up and provide a cool drink and healthy carbohydrate snack such as a sandwich.

· Help them develop organisational skills and keep track of possessions.

· Integrate home and school life, showing them the value of what they are learning.

· Don’t compete.  Understand children develop at different rates and how fast they know their alphabet won’t determine their entire future.

· Enjoy this new stage in your life.  Your child will be enjoying their new school.
· Children will need to be able to go to the toilet by themselves and undo and do up any buttons and zips, flush the toilet/urinals, wash their hands, manage the taps.  
A HEALTHY, HAPPY CHILD IS A GOOD LEARNER
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TALK about what you see and do with your child

· Name people and things

· Describe what they are doing or feeling

· Sing songs and nursery rhymes – in any language!
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LISTEN to what they think about things

· Ask them

What do you think about …….?

What happens if ………….?

How many times can ………….?
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READ with your child

· Try reading The Very Hungry Caterpillar by Eric Carle with your child.  Ask what foods they see in the book.  Go through it again, looking at each picture and have them decide whether it is an everyday, healthy food or a sometimes, unhealthy food.
EXPLORE the world around you
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Eye Spy – “Eye spy, with my little eye, something that begins with ….”

Introduce letters and their sounds, or simply use colours you can see.  Help the children notice things that begin with that letter i.e. “what can we see that begins with ‘m’ – a mirror, a mail box, a monkey – yes it’s the monkey!”
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DO encourage children to do things for themselves.

· Simple everyday tasks such as carrying their own bag, opening their lunchbox and getting dressed in the morning.

· Try building a tower using paper cups.  If it falls, try again.  Measure how tall the tower is and count how many cups are there.
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
